Scoring  - Advice to Judges

Each image is scored out of ten possible points. Judges are asked to use the full range of scores from 1 to 10. Judges are also asked to consider the Class which the image belongs to (i.e. Master Class should be judged giving consideration to the level of photographers involved).  It may be helpful to consider this guideline: 

· 1-2 – Entry Unacceptable with major faults in all areas. 

· Out of focus (unless intentionally)
Over- or under-exposed
Not relevant to the theme (if entered in the "theme" category)
Snapshot type of picture
Little impact or imagination
· 3-4 – Acceptance   Acceptable but with faults that significantly detract from the photograph.

· Technically acceptable (focus, exposure, etc)
Good colour for the subject and background
Little impact or imagination
Relevant to the theme (if entered in the "theme" category)

· 5-6 – Quality Standard quality photograph with some tolerance for minor problems, without either serious faults or significant strengths

· Technically correct (focus, exposure, etc)
Good colour for the subject and background
Limited impact or imagination
Relevant to the theme (if entered in the "theme" category)

· 7-8 – Merit – better than the "standard" photograph with only minor defect or photographs with strengths that outweigh the problems of minor defects.

· Technically correct
Sound presentation and composition
 Good pictorial treatment
Tells a story or creates a mood
High impact to the viewer
Exemplifies the theme (if entered in the "theme" category) 

· 9-10 – Honour – without defect; clearly "special" and unique. A rarity.
· High Impact  quality of image
Technically correct in all respects
Outstanding composition
Tells a complete story or creates a mood for the viewer
High impact to the viewer on first sight
Exemplifies the theme (if entered in the "theme" category)
An image you would want to have in your home or office

The Judges presentation to the Club should include a brief comment on each image citing both positive and negative aspects.  Advice on where improvements could be made would also be helpful.
