Treasurer’s Report :- Tendered by Colleen who retains copy for perusal. Outgoings exceeded 
Income by $40.00 this month. Colleen moved that the grant money being channelled 
through the club for the publication of Barry Chees eman’s book, be placed (when received) 
in a Term Deposit on 24 hour call in order to receive interest before the expenditure of the 
grant. This motion was seconded by Barbara Douglas and agreed by committee.  
General Business:- Barry had organised for the Early Morning Light Workshop to take 
place at the Beaudesert Race Course near the lagoon, meeting at around 6 am on Sunday 29 
June. Opportunities for some reflection shots as well as the sunrise would be available. 
Colleen suggested that the group might be interested in Sunday breakfast at the RSL 
afterwards, an idea greeted with enthusiasm by the committee. 
The committee agreed the need to modernise the Club shirts and various designs, colours, 
monograms, ways of purchasing and sourcing were discussed. It is planned that the new 
shirts will be all over royal blue with the Club mo nogram embroidered in red on front 
pocket and the back of the shirt. Advantages of buying in bulk and then having to store the 
shirts or of purchasing individually as need arose were mulled over. Finally it was decided 
that Barbara was to investigate different shops etc. Colleen is to look at the cost and style of 
the Club badges for the future, possibly moving tow ards the newer magnetic type but with 
the old logo. 
Digital workshops, to aid those members needing help particularly with Photoshop, were a 
possibility for the second Tuesday night of each month, with Barry assisting, if enough 
members were interested to make it worthwhile.

With our President, Barbara Douglas, absent on the sick list, Vice President Ian opened the 
meeting around 7.15 pm after a flurry of members helped get everything set up for 
Enlargement night. Ian did his best to describe styles and colours, embroidery etc on our 
proposed new Club shirt, but has left it up to Barb ara and Colleen to do some more 
investigation. As Barry’s grant has been approved by the State government, he gave a short 
report on how things are progressing – the topic being the story of the horse racing industry 
in the Beaudesert area, illustrated with Barry’s ph otos, text by Ailsa Rolley. The book’s 
publication is timed to coincide with the 150 th Queensland celebrations. As a non-profit 
organisation, the Club received the grant of $10,000.00 which will pay for the publication 
with the Club to receive a percentage of the profit s and we hope, plenty of kudos! Barry also 
gave details of the Early Morning Light workshop to  be held on 29 June, meeting at 6 am 
behind the grandstand at Beaudesert Racecourse. About a dozen members indicated their 
intention to attend, frozen toes etc providing. Bre akfast at the RSL in the warm afterwards, 
met with general approval. Ian reminded members tha t Barry’s exhibition at Photo 
Continental would continue until the end of July. 
The Secretary’s Report reminded members of competition deadlines and other  
correspondence received mostly by email, the closing date of the World Press 
Photojournalism on display at the Brisbane Powerhou se, and the Exhibition by Janet Hauser 
at The Centre in Beaudesert of her botanical watercolours which are exquisite in their fine 
detail. The journal of the RACQ, the Road Ahead, confirms the Scenic Rim as one of the 6 best 
walks in Queensland – how lucky we are to have this  scenery on our doorstep SO – get out 
and take photos and save petrol at the same time!  
Treasurer’s Report :- Colleen was able to tell us how our long distance member, Steve 
O’Connor, had cleaned up at the Theodore Show with his photos, some of which had 
already been seen (and done well) in Club competition. Subscriptions were coming in well 
and the system instituted last year for contributin g to supper expenses had really aided the 
Club’s bank balance which was in credit at $2370.00 at the end of the previous month. A 
request was made to complete emailed forms for an update of each member’s details. The 
possibility of courses on Photoshop on the second Tuesday of each month was mooted and 
sufficient members indicated interest to make this viable – more to follow on this. 
After Club business was completed, Ian welcomed Peter Clark, our speaker, and his wife 
Claire, also a keen photographer, to our Club. Peter then took the floor with a presentation 
on ‘Using Digital Cameras’  which was well illustrated and very clear in its e xposition. Peter 
has been a judge for many years and his experience as a lecturer in Photography at QUT was 
very evident in his communication of the topic. His  explanation of the advantages and 
disadvantages of digital cameras was interesting and for this listener at least, the part on 
sensors and megapixels was a real illumination. It was impossible to record all his points so 
Peter has been good enough to furnish our newsletter editor with the text of his talk which is 
given in full, for the benefit of all members, else where in this newsletter. After a delicious 
supper provided by Maria, Peter proceeded to judgin g the photos for critique, then the 
enlargements, giving all some good hints for improv ement as well as flattering us by 
remarking on the high standard of the entries especially the enlargements. Soon after, a very 
worthwhile and interesting evening concluded with t he Vice President again thanking Peter 
Clark for his input.

Talk by Peter Clark 
At Beaudesert Camera Club

Suitable Backgrounds  

 
PLAIN, EVEN, OUT OF FOCUS BACKGROUNDS ARE LESS DIST RACTING – AND 
MAKE THE SUBJECT STAND OUT BETTER than still-life o bjects with horizon lines 
running through them. 

Apertures  (f stops)  
 

• The Larger the aperture,  (eg f4) the shallower depth of field 
• The Smaller the  aperture , (eg f16) the  greater the depth of field  
 

Depth of Field  
 

Depth of field decreases the closer the lens is mov ed  to the subject 
Small apertures - f16, etc., are usually essential for close-ups 
 

Distances  
 

• The amount of Depth of Field is also governed by th e relationship between- 
• The distance between the camera and the subject,  a nd  
• The distance between the subject and the background . 

 
Relative Distances  

 
• Depending on the focal length of the lens- 
• If the subject is much closer to the camera than it  is to the background, the 

background will probably be blurred. 
• If the subject is relatively close to the backgroun d, and a much greater 

distance from the camera, the background will usual ly be in focus too. 
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Depth of Field  
 

• Remember the Depth of field Rule -  
• 1/3rd in front of the focal point,             
• 2/3rds behind the focal point. 
• Focus 1/3 way into frame filling subjects 

 
Lighting Angle  

 
When taking extreme close-ups - be sure that the le ns does not stop the light from 
reaching the subject. 
Side-lighting is best to show detail, especially in  close-ups 
 

Want softer lighting – and softer or no shadows? 
Use a diffuser – over the flash or sunlight or boun ce the light 

 
Cameras generally have 5 picture  
taking modes to obtain the results you want 
• Auto 
• Prog 
• Tv       (Shutter Speed Auto) 
• Av       (Aperture Auto) 
• M         Manual 

 
AUTO Mode  

 
In this mode, the pop-up electronic flash will oper ate when-ever the camera’s 
exposure meter determines that the light level is l ow and should be “boosted’ with 
electronic flash. 

• This does not happen when PROG mode is used. The po p up flash has to be 
activated manually  

 
Variable Programme Control  

 
• When set to  Programme mode - a control wheel can b e used to alter the 

cameras chosen exposure settings for each individua l exposure. 
 

• i.e.  From 1/500th sec at f5.6 
• to 1/125th sec at f11 
• This control can also be set to expose all images b y a set amount. 
• I.e. 1/3rd f stop (0.3) over-exposure to correct a cameras pre-programmed 

1/2 (0.5) f stop underexposure.  
• Most serious photographers use either Aperture Prio rity or Shutter 

priority, depending on their requirements. 
• Check the aperture (or shutter speed) before pressi ng the shutter 

release. 
• Manually alter the ISO setting if necessary 
 

Watch the Contrast  
 

Like Colour slide film, Digital images do not handl e contrasty subjects well.. 
To prevent washed out areas, or areas of deep shado w – avoid high contrast scenes.  
Concentrate instead, on one section of the scene 
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All exposure meters “read” light, and see it as a m id-tone grey. 
Mid-way between Black & White 
Photographing predominantly dark scenes will often cause the camera to read this as 
a mid toned grey and produce lighter overexposed su bjects. 
 
Cameras usually have 3 metering systems 
 

Matrix metering pattern  
 

The camera’s computer will measure and compare a sc enes brightness in five or 
more segments to compute the correct exposure  
 
This system will often make allowances for side and  some backlit scenes or those 
with areas of varying brightness 

Centre-weighted Metering  
 

With this system the most sensitive area is concent rated around the centre of the 
image with progressively less attention being given  to areas near the frame-lines. 
 

Spot Metering  
 

This system measures a small area of the scene – us ually in the centre of the 
viewfinder, and ignores the rest of the scene. 
 

White Balance  
 

• The default setting of most digital camera’s White Balance control is: 
“A”   (Auto) 
Which is good most of the time. 
Other settings can be used to obtain the correct co lours 

 
• Daylight 
• Flash 
• Cloudy 
• Shade 
• Etc 
 

• On the Daylight setting a “-1” adjustment for examp le is roughly the 
equivalent of using an 81a Cloudy day filter. 

• “+1” adjustment would be the same as using an 81b “ morning & evening” 
filter 
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Brrrr!  It was still dark and very chilly when fourteen keen photographers gathered at 
Beaudesert Race Track, beside the lagoon.  It was hard to recognise who was who as 
everyone was clad in jackets, scarves and beanies, not what we 
usually wear to meetings!  Carol and Colleen were sporting new bright 
pink gumboots for the occasion.  We knew where they were!  Barry 
talked for a little while about what apertures to use and what we were 
looking for then we dispersed to vantage points along the lagoon to 
await the sunrise which was fast approaching.  It was misty in low 
lying areas which gave great atmosphere and provided lots of photo 
opportunities, the mist gradually moving along the lagoon with a slight 
breeze behind it.  There were people and tripods silhouetted all along the lagoon and some 

people walked right around to get a different aspect. The sun’s 
rays soon appeared through the trees and we were waiting to 
capture those rays from up beside the race track.  We hoped for 
horses to appear through the morning  mist just on sunrise but 
the sun rose very quickly and horses came later.  Along the 
lagoon were amazing reflections and lots of ducks bobbing in 
the water but just as you focussed on the ducks, they 
disappeared under the water in a flash!  After sunrise, the mist 
moved right along the lagoon changing the appearance and 
lighting conditions yet again.  By about 8am everyone had 
finished taking their images and were chatting, waiting for the 
elusive Ian who was, of course, missing and off somewhere on 

his own with his tripod.  It will be interesting to see what he has found as it is usually 
something different.  It was time for a hot, delicious breakfast so off we went to the RSL 
where we soon tucked into bacon, eggs, mushrooms, hash brown, beans and tomatoes, 
then pancakes with berries.  What a feast.  That felt better!  A good chance to chat over the 
morning’s image taking venture.  It was great to see such a good number of members get up 
early to come along and thank you to Barry for being there to help us out.  The early morning 
lighting conditions were a challenge so there should be some interesting images on the 
board next meeting.    
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I still have my Brownie Box, that’s how long ago I started taking photos.  For my 21st, still a 
long time ago,  I received a Kodak Retinette 1B which I enjoyed for many years.  In 1994 I 
bought a Canon 50E 35ml camera and attended every adult education TAFE course I could 
find to learn more about photography.   Still wanting to learn more, I applied for and was 
accepted at Morningside TAFE to study for my Diploma of Photography.  It took me five 
years to complete, in 2001, as I was also working then going to college three nights a week, 
doing assignments and taking photos on weekends.  
 

I bought a little Canon Ixus, my first digital, then the bigger Canon G3 with a flip screen 
which was great.  I was definitely sold on Canon cameras.  After taking thousands of images 
on the G3, I decided to upgrade to a Canon S2IS with image stabilisation, also a flip screen, 
and a terrific super macro facility, macro being a favourite of mine.  At the same time I also 
bought a Digital SLR 350D, Canon of course, as my 35ml Canon lenses would fit the digital.  
I have a 28-80mm lens, a 75-300mm, a 90mm macro and a two times extender.  
 

My favourite photography location is at the beach and I spend many happy hours 
photographing seascapes, pelicans and macro images of anything I can find there.  I also 
enjoy capturing wildlife, birds, plants and flowers, tree bark, architecture and some sports.  
Those misty, early morning opportunities are also great to take, just picking out small 
sections.  I’m happy with my three Canons which cover all aspects of photography and all 
situations.  Go Canon!!
