It is surprising how the right 
colour combination in a 
photo can give it impact and 
harmony. For instance just 
look at the photo on the left 
and notice how Shirley 
stands out from the rest of us 
by simply wearing red and 
blue. Barry also put on a 
lovely Afternoon Tea for us.  
With treatment like that we 
will be back, thanks again 
Barry. 

THE COLOUR WHEEL 
The Colour Wheel plays an important part in our photography and for that matter, our lives in 
general. Why do we choose particular colours to paint the walls in our house, why do 
shopping centres use bright, exciting colours and yet doctors’ surgeries have more subdued, 
calming colours? 
What is colour, how do we see colour? 
The human eye is very limited to certain wave lengths of light ie ‘Visible Light’. 
The retina at the back of our eyes contains three types of receptor cones which are 
responsive to red, green and blue wave lengths.  
Not surprising then that we refer to red, green and blue as the primary colours of our ‘Colour 
Wheel’. 
More intriguing is the fact that if we mix equal parts of Red, Green or Blue we finish up with 
‘White’.  
Now to take this one step further, if we mix equal parts of Red and Blue we get Magenta, 
equal parts of Blue and Green we get Cyan and equal parts of Green and Red we get 
Yellow.  
Magenta, Cyan and Yellow are our secondary colours of our ‘Colour Wheel’. 
 
Starting to see the importance of particular colours with the link to your colour printers at 
home and the colour inks you have to replace? 
To take our mixing one step further, if we mix equal parts of Magenta, Cyan and Yellow we 
finish up with Black. 
Now you can see that by mixing certain amounts of our primary and secondary colours 
together we are able to produce the full range of colour from White to Black. 
The knowledge of the Colour Wheel is further important when we are taking our photos and 
not just at the printing procedure. 
What colours compliment others, what colour mix is desirable for the mood of the photo we 
wish to create? What combination of colours will give a sudden impact to our photos? What 
colours draw our eye first in our photo and have our eyes linger longer? 
 
This knowledge of the ‘Colour Wheel’ allows us to manipulate by composition and content of 
various colours to create more outstanding and memorable images.
